Supervisor Farnholz called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 PM followed by the pledge to the flag and approval of the minutes of the meeting of January 27, 2022 with correction on MOTION by 
Councilman Paddock and seconded by Supervisor Farnholz and passed unanimously
CORRESPONDENCE:
Discussion of Constitutional County – Councilman Fox -
Councilman Fox addressed the Town Board on the Constitutional County and reported on mandates initiated at the state level from Albany with no local input for determination.  Supervisor Farnholz added the justice system in place is to rule on issues along with the election process.  Town Board can respond by resolution to issues through elected state government officials.
