The meeting was called to order by Chairman Mangefrida at 7:00 PM.
Meeting minutes from February, 2022 were reviewed. A MOTION was made by Tom Frew to approve the minutes as written. Motion seconded by Marny Cleere. All were in favor. Motion carried.
New Business

1. Riggi Land Separation- Vallance Road– separation and sale of 1.544 acres of Mike Riggi’s land to David and Connie Gracie. 
The question was raised by Dave Mackenzie whether the board would require the separated parcel of land be merged with the Gracie’s current parcel to prevent the separated parcel from being landlocked. Mike Risewick said he would follow up on whether the county required the parcels be merged.
A MOTION was made by Joan Tresco to approve the land separation submitted by Mike Riggi as presented. Motion seconded by Pat Major. All were in favor. Motion carried.
2. Jason Beaumont – Kitchen expansion for the Eagle restaurant

Outdoor kitchen smoker will be moved over to the right along the fence line and the kitchen will increase 12’ x 15’. Set-back from the east property line is 24’
A MOTION was made by Joan Tresco to approve the kitchen expansion plan submitted by Jay Beaumont as presented. Motion seconded by Marny Cleere. All were in favor. Motion carried.
3. Pilarksi Area Variance 8687 Keeney Road – purchasing a 12’x30’ shed and placing on a gravel pad 10’ from (north) side lot line and 25’ from rear (east) lot line. Town code states that setbacks should be 20’ side and 50’ rear. Pilarski is asking for an area variance of 10’ side and 25’ rear. 
A MOTION was made by Tom Frew to recommend to Zoning Board. Dave Mackenzie seconded. All were in favor. Motion carried.
4. 27 East Ave. - building lot – Joe Spadaro would like to build a house with a lot width of 82.5’ and 246’ deep. House would sit in the same footprint of former house that stood on lot but was torn down due to disrepair. Village zoning code states for a single family home in an R-1 zone minimum frontage be 95’. 27 East Ave has 82.50’ of frontage and would require a 12.5’ variance.
5. 29 East Ave. – building lot – Joe Spadaro would like to build a house with a lot width of 66’ and 246’ deep. House would sit in the same footprint of former house that stood on lot but was torn down due to disrepair. Village zoning code states for a single family home in an R-1 zone minimum frontage be 95’. 29 East Ave has 66’ of frontage and would require a 29’ variance.
A MOTION was made by Pat Major to recommend both to Zoning Board. Tom McGinnis seconded the motion. All were in favor. Motion carried.
6. An amendment needs to made to February 2021 minutes in regards to “Amendments to Zoning Code”. Item 1 and item 3 are correct and will stay as written, however item two should be removed and placed as a separate line item.
A MOTION was made by Joan Tresco to remove item 2 from “Amendments to Zoning Code” in the February 2021 meeting notes and replace it with the following which will be reflected as a separate line item: 
Special Use Permit – Ryan Dewitt Oil Co. of Pearl Creek, owner of 13 Lake Street is seeking a special use permit to construct a car wash at that location. Genesee County Planning Board heard the referral on 2/11/21 and approved with modification. 1) The applicant obtain a driveway permit from DOT for the change in use prior to final approval by Village, and 2) the applicant merge the two parcels into one to avoid the need for variances.
Marny Cleere seconded the Motion. All were in favor. Motion carried.
7. Other items discussed – 
· Mike brought forward that Locke bought more land from his father and wanted to be up front about it.
· LaBella reviewed Rt. 5 Solar. Matter will come before the Town Board in April. All 17 comments mentioned in the report will need to be satisfied. 
· Dave Mackenzie asked Mike to look into whether the county wants land separated parcels to be merged with adjacent parcels to prevent a land lock situation.
· Joan Tresco asked for an update on Wicks.

· Tom Frew asked for an update on Cottone.
8. Chairman John Mangefrida discussed the importance of attendance for meetings. No business was conducted at the March meeting due to quorum not being met. Although quorum was not met the board allowed questions by homeowners of Eric Biscaro who is submitting plans to build a patio home community on Lake Street. The press was also in attendance to cover the meeting.

9. Genesee County Planning Board would like to streamline the applications that come in front of them that have no community impact. Both the Village and the Town Boards opted in to streamline the process. Mike will continue to follow-up with Phillipe if he has questions on an application.
With no further business to come before the Board, on MOTION by Dave Mackenzie and seconded by Joan Tresco and passed unanimously, the meeting was adjourned at 7:53 PM.
