Supervisor Farnholz called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 PM followed by the pledge to the flag and approval of the minutes of the meeting of May 12, 2022 with correction on MOTION by Councilman Johnson and seconded by Councilman Paddock and passed unanimously.
OLD BUSINESS:
1. NYS – Town Justice – Mandates of Number of Town Justices - 
On MOTION by Supervisor Farnholz and seconded by Councilman Paddock and passed unanimously with voting as follows: Council Fox, Johnson, Paddock and Supervisor Farnholz – aye the following RESOLUTION:
       WHEREAS, New York State mandates that each municipality is required to have two Town Justices to serve in the judicial system regardless of size or population of municipality; and

       WHEREAS, many municipalities in New York State are forced to pay for multiple Town Justices inclusive of salaries, clerical staffing and building overhead with little to no revenue received back;
       NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Town Board of the Town of LeRoy concurs with changing the law to support a bill to allow individual municipalities to make the determination of how many Town Justices are needed rather than mandated by State of New York.
2. Elections Forensic Audit – 

Volunteer Group New York Audit Team completed a cursory audit of the 2020 election in NYS and looking to commission a full forensic audit.  Town of Bethany has adopted resolution in support of full audit.  Supervisor Farnholz will draft a resolution to be reviewed by Town Board to be included on the Town Board Agenda for June 9th.

3. Steve Cottone [Crocker Property] – Request to Re-Zone Property – Construct Storage and Workshop Barn -
Supervisor Farnholz relayed the request for zone change was rejected by local Planning Board.  Town Board has three choices for consideration as follows: schedule public hearing on zoning change; reconsider the tabled special use permit request; or table item indefinitely.  Public hearing was held on April 14, 2022 for special use permit application.

Discussion followed with Mr. Cottone reiterating that he is looking for under three acres to build pole barn and has concern of special use permit process based on possibility of Town Board personnel changes.  Town Board has option to review Special Use Permit applications annually.
