Supervisor Farnholz called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 PM followed by the pledge to the flag and approval of the minutes of the meeting of June 23, 2022 on MOTION by Supervisor Farnholz and seconded by Councilman Johnson and passed unanimously.

1. AES Rte 5 Storage Solar Project – Decommissioning Agreement – Resolution –
On MOTION by Supervisor Farnholz and seconded by Councilman Fox and passed unanimously with voting as follows: Councilman Fox, Johnson, Paddock and Supervisor Farnholz – aye the following RESOLUTION:

TOWN OF LEROY TOWN BOARD

Resolution of Approval for the Decommissioning Agreement for the Rt 5 Storage Solar Project (AES Rt 5 Storage Solar, LLC)

WHEREAS, AES Rt 5 Storage Solar, LLC (the “Operator”) has applied for and received site plan approval by the Town Planning Board on May 17,2022, to construct a 5-megawatt community solar power generation facility (the “Project”) on two parcels of land approximately 66 acres in size owned by Route 5 Storage, LLC (the “Owner”) located at 7054 W Main Road, LeRoy, New York (Tax ID: 183689-029-000-0001-012-001 and 183689-029-000-0001-013-002) (the “Property”), now combined into Tax ID parcel # 29.-1-13.21; and

WHEREAS, on April 28, 2022, the Operator was issued a State Environmental Quality Review Act (“SEQRA”) Negative Declaration by the Town Board for this Type 1 Project; and

WHEREAS, the proposed Project will be owned, operated, and maintained by the Applicant who will enter into a lease with the Owner for use of the Property as a solar facility; and

WHEREAS, on October 22, 2021, the Operator submitted a decommissioning plan to the Town Board as a part of their original application; and 

WHEREAS, the attached Decommissioning Agreement outlines the terms of the decommissioning plan;

WHEREAS, the Application was referred to the Genesee County Planning Board pursuant to New York State General Municipal Law Sections 239-l and 239-m, and the County Planning Board reviewed the Project materials and approved the Project in October of 2021 with two modifications, where one specifically related to the decommissioning plan: that the applicant minimizes impacts to future farming  by either relocating the portion of the driveway and equipment pads currently proposed through the middle of the field or amend the decommissioning plan to include decompaction of the foot print of the access road to a minimum of 24 inches beneath the bottom of the former stone layer and a post decommissioning monitoring for 3 growing seasons; and 

WHEREAS, the Operator responded to the County on April 26, 2022 confirming that the County comment will be satisfied by amending the decommissioning plan; 

WHEREAS, the Decommissioning Agreement stipulates that the Operator shall post a bond, in form and substance reasonably satisfactory to the Town in the amount of $402,946.00 for the benefit of the Town; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board has reviewed the attached Decommissioning Agreement and the April 2022 Decommissioning Statement approved by the Town Planning Board and has sought the advice of Town Counsel and the Town’s consulting engineer on the Agreement; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board approves the Decommissioning Agreement and authorizes the Town Supervisor to enter into the Decommissioning Agreement for the Project;

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that a copy of this Resolution shall be filed in the office of the Town of LeRoy Town Clerk within five (5) days of the date of this Resolution, and shall be mailed to the Applicant within the same five (5) day period.  
2. Governor’s Gun Control Legislation – 
New legislation will affect local residents.  Town Board would like to concur with NYS Sheriff Association and send letter to Albany and Governor’s Office in favor of sensible gun laws, as currently many questions brought forward have remained unanswered.
On MOTION by Supervisor Farnholz and seconded by Councilman Fox and passed unanimously with voting as follows: Councilman Fox, Johnson, Paddock and Supervisor Farnholz – aye the following RESOLUTION:
WHEREAS, New York State Legislature has passed new criminal justice laws affecting the rights of millions of New York citizens without consultation with officials carrying out these laws; and
WHEREAS, Legislature and Governor agreed to pass the Bill immediately without waiting three days with the law not taking affect for two full months; and
WHEREAS, law enforcement and courts implementing the new laws were deprived of the opportunity to express the burdensome, costly and unworkable nature of many of the new laws’ provisions; and
WHEREAS, citizens were not given the opportunity to communicate concerns to representatives.
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, Town Board of the Town of LeRoy concurs with the NYS Sheriff’s Association and strongly support reasonable licensing laws to assure firearms do not get into the wrong hands and support discerning the difference between the rights of law-abiding citizens exercising their Second Amendment rights while in support of punishment for those who do uphold the law.

Supervisor Farnholz reported assessment for Town of LeRoy raised approximately $6 million based on property value 
increase.
Code:
Supervisor Farnholz reported Robin Stewart, 8594 North Road, LeRoy has contacted code office to re-purpose and open up her home business that was initially established through a use variance in 2002 for Farmstand/Bakery.  She is no longer baking but would like to open as a small farm store.  Per Code Office, variance still applies with no expiration and business would be allowable.
Parks & Recreation:
Supervisor Farnholz reported new spray park will open next week pending water hook up from MCWA.  Bucket dump
will be shipped from Texas to arrive at a later date.  Recreation personnel will attend meeting of August 11, 2022.

Building:

Councilman Fox reported water issues are being addressed in the basement with leak fixed and new meter installed from MCWA.  Water continues to pool in basement even with dry conditions.  Concrete blocking needs to be fixed to keep water from coming from left and right.  Also, lighting in basement needs to be fixed and changed out.
Transfer Station:

Councilman Johnson reported new signage will be installed for new entrance and exit traffic flow.
Fire Commission:
Councilman Johnson reported Fire Commission is working on proposal for truck specs to possibly change out two trucks in fleet and replace with one.
Ambulance:

Councilman Johnson reported LeRoy Ambulance is working on their first budget draft with $88k shortfall for 2023.  Budgeted request for 2023 is $87k from Town of LeRoy subsidy.
