Supervisor Farnholz called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 PM followed by the pledge to the flag and approval of the minutes of the meeting of July 14, 2022 on MOTION by Councilman Paddock and seconded by Councilman Fox and passed.  Councilman Armitage – abstained.

Firearms Law Language - NYS Sheriff Association – Town Board will add addendum to current resolution passed on July 14, 2022.
GUESTS:

Alisha Reschke, 7863 Griswold Circle –
Alisha addressed the Town Board regarding moving her grooming business from the current location of Warner Road to the above location pending construction of new garage.   As residence is located in Interchange Zone, the proposed use would require a code amendment to include residential uses for home occupation with special use permit.  Alisha inquired about the feasibility to have non-permanent structures to operate a doggie daycare.  Supervisor Farnholz relayed he is unsure if the temporary structures would be included under an allowable use under code.  Town Board to discuss in further detail and obtain clarification from code office.

1. Town Code – Text Amendment – Interchange Zone – Adding Residential Uses – Special Use Permit –
Town Board discussed proposed change to Interchange Zone to allow uses under Residential 2 [R2] with special use permit addendum.

2. Town Code – Adding Accessory Structure to Town Code – 
Town Board discussed adding accessory structures to Town Code similar to Village of LeRoy code – 150 sq ft not closer than 3’ rear side set lines similar to Village of LeRoy.

Highway:

· Culvert replaced and installed on Britt Road – Discussed clearing and building swale on property owned by Gary Miller and will forward to attorney for easement for Town of LeRoy to maintain.
· Resident, David Pullyblank contacted Highway Dept. to inquire about students cleaning up Parmelee Road Cemetery for community service.  Town Board will research accessing cemetery and legal implications prior to anyone or students accessing area to clear or work in.

Supervisor Farnholz reported Robin Stewart, 8594 North Road, LeRoy has contacted code office to re-purpose and open up her home business that was initially established through a use variance in 2002 for Farmstand/Bakery.  She is no longer baking but would like to open as a small farm store.  Per Code Office, variance still applies with no expiration and business would be allowable.
Building:

Councilman Fox reported sumps changed out except for below the elevator.  Information sheets have been taped to pumps with date of replacement installation.
