Supervisor Farnholz called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 PM followed by the pledge to the flag and approval of the minutes of the meeting of September 8, 2022 on MOTION by Councilman Johnson and seconded by 
Councilman Fox and passed.  Councilman Paddock – abstained.
OLD BUSINESS:
1. Amendment to Solar Code – 
To allow for the addition of Special Use Permit application in Industrial Zone.

On MOTION by Supervisor Farnholz and seconded by Councilman Armitage and passed unanimously with voting as follows: Council Armitage, Fox, Johnson, Paddock and Supervisor Farnholz – aye the following RESOLUTION:


         RESOLVED, the Town Board of the Town of LeRoy authorizes to amend Town Code Chapter 165-93 of Commercial Solar Code to read:  Free Standing Solar Collectors.  Freestanding solar collectors are permitted with a special use permit only in industrial zoning districts and interchange zones subject to the following conditions:
1) Building permits are required for the installation of all ground-mounted, freestanding solar collectors, and solar farms.
2) The location of the solar collector system meets 100-foot front/rear/side setback requirements from all bordering parcels.
3) Freestanding solar energy systems shall not exceed a height of 12 feet.  Al height measurements are to be calculated when the solar energy system is oriented at maximum tilt.

4) Anything within ½ mile of an airport’s published flight path must have FAA approval.  This is due to possible glare and strobe effect.

5) Solar Energy equipment shall be located in a manner to reasonably minimize view blockage for surrounding properties and shading of property to the north, while still providing adequate solar access for collectors.  Documentation of major system components (PV panels, foundation, mounting system, etc.) shall also be provided.
6) Freestanding solar energy collectors shall be screened when possible and practicable through the use of architectural features, earth berms, landscaping, or other screening which will harmonize with the character of the property and surrounding area.  Plans to control noise and glare shall be submitted.  Perimeter fencing and appropriate signage will be required.

7) The site plan review process will assess the dimensional area of all solar collectors provided by the contractor in determining lot coverage.

8) An engineering report must be submitted stating the structure is capable of wind resistance for our area and show the pole footer depth/construction.  A site plan signed by said engineer must be submitted and must include access points, stormwater control, and maintenance routines.
2. Town Code – Structure Set Backs – Accessory Structure –

To allow accessory structures closer to lot lines – Town Code recommendation of 3’ as in Village of LeRoy Code. 
On MOTION by Councilman Fox and seconded by Supervisor Farnholz and passed unanimously with voting as follows: Council Armitage, Fox, Johnson, Paddock and Supervisor Farnholz – aye the following RESOLUTION:


         RESOLVED, the Town Board of the Town of LeRoy authorizes to change the current code to 12’ rear and side setbacks for one story accessory building with a total floor area of 150 square feet or less and height no greater than nine feet.
3. Budget Review – 2023 –

Town Supervisor will be finalizing Tentative Budget figures and filing with Town Clerk at the meeting of 

October 13, 2022, followed by Town Board budget changes or modifications.

1. 9206 Asbury Road – Zoning/Code Items – R1 Zone –
Resident at above address has installed car sales sign on property.  Town Board referred to Code Office for clarification if the use was permitted in residential zone as “Home Occupation” to verify if allowable to operate commercial car retailer sales business.  Town Board to contact Genesee County Planning and Association of Towns for further clarification if an allowable use in zone.  Code Office to contact owner to complete application for sign permit.
