Supervisor Farnholz called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 PM followed by the pledge to the flag and approval of the minutes of the meeting of September 22, 2022 on MOTION by Councilman Johnson and seconded by 
Councilman Paddock and passed unanimously. 
CORRESPONDENCE:

LeRoy Historical Society – Thank you to Town of LeRoy for maintaining site of Marion Steam Shovel.
Tobacco Laws – Use of Cannabis, vaping or smoking not permissible in any public park or public area of assembly.
Proposed Solar Project, Rte 19 – Town of LeRoy has received notification of SEQR application to move forward – Town of LeRoy will act as lead agency with assistance from Labella.
GUESTS:

1. Deborah & Jim Hawkins – 8977 York Road – Well Water Issues -

Deb and Jim Hawkins presented to Town board samples of well water taken over a period of time showing increased discoloration during heavy rains with concerns of contaminants and bacteria present.  Neighboring property owners are hauling in truckloads of manure for ground cover.  Genesee County Health Dept and DEC were contacted to discuss concerns of contamination and well water tested positive for e-coli but agencies cannot take any action on issue.  Mr. and Mrs. Hawkins are looking for a solution to the water problem and the availability to obtain clean water.
Dale Stein, Genesee Co. Soil and Water Chairman relayed the issue is manure seeps into fractured limestone bedrock and isn’t regulated as a farm would be but suggested testing for caffeine.
Town of LeRoy is working to bring municipal public water for the 342 remaining residents in the Town outside of Village that do not currently have access to public water.  Engineering firm has prepared a map, plan and report for feasibility and Town of LeRoy will be filing for federal financial assistance with the US Dept. of Agriculture Rural Development to move project forward.  Time frame for proposed potable water would be estimated at 2024 or after based on requirements needed to move forward.
2. Town Court Personnel – Justices Darryl Sehm & Thomas Feeley – Court Clerk’s Beth Hiscutt and 
Rachael Ohlsen - 

Justice Darryl Sehm addressed the Town Board regarding clerk personnel changes.  Currently one full-time with pending retirement and one-part-time.  Justice Sehm relayed the two Town Justices would like the Board to restore the part-time position to full time to allow for two full-time clerks due to increase in paperwork requirements for criminal cases. Also, added it is easier to attract and retain full-time personnel with benefits offered.   Justices also requested to have funds put aside in 2023 budget for training.    Justice Feeley relayed concern of loss of veteran Judge and Clerk due to retirement and looking to pass on historical knowledge for smoother transition.  
Town Board will consider outlined position request and also contact Teamsters Local 264 regarding status of union position, as full-time position is currently subject to bargaining unit negotiations.

Court Clerk’s will be modifying office phones with voice mail for Town of Pavilion court to better separate entities.
