1. Intermunicipal Agreement – Genesee Co./Town of LeRoy – Snow & Ice/Roadside Mowing - 
On MOTION by Supervisor Farnholz and seconded by Councilman Paddock and passed unanimously with voting as follows: Council Armitage, Fox, Paddock and Supervisor Farnholz – aye the following RESOLUTION:


RESOLVED, the Town Board of the Town of LeRoy adopts the Intermunicipal Agreement for Snow Removal and Ice Control Services and Roadside Mowing retroactive to November 10, 2022 and inclusive of all contract language and authorizes Supervisor to execute such contract for term of agreement from January 1, 2023 through December 31, 2023 with the lump sum payment of $6,657 per centerline mile for 24.40 miles of County Roads for a total annual payment to the Town of LeRoy for $162,430.80; and mowing of $542 per centerline mile for 24.40 miles for total payment of $13,224.80.

WHEREAS, The Monroe County Water Authority (“Authority”) intends to provide public water service to 8627 Vallance Road, 9206 Asbury Road, 9080 Linwood Road, 8750 W. Bergen Road, 8896 Keeney Road, 8564 Vallance Road, 8620 Vallance Road and 7324 Quinlan Road located in the Town of LeRoy; and

WHEREAS, the acquisition of the easement is necessary for operation, maintenance and the future replacement of the water main which will allow the Authority to continue to reliably provide potable water supply to the area; and

WHEREAS, the easement is located along the frontage of 8627 Vallance Road (Part of Tax Acct. No. 20.-1-2.11), which is owned by Udderly Better Acres, 9206 Asbury Road (Tax Acct.
