The meeting was called to order by Chairman Mangefrida at 7:00 PM.
Meeting minutes from August 16, 2022 were reviewed. A MOTION was made by Joan Tresco to approve the minutes as written. Motion seconded by Tom Frew. All were in favor. Motion carried.
New Business
1. William Crocker/Steve Cottone – Land Separation, North Street Road – Sale of parcel 1 (3.103 acres) to Steve Cottone. Special use will go with Cottone to Town Board. There were no questions from the Planning Board regarding the proposed land separation. A MOTION was made by Tom Frew to approve land separation. Motion seconded by Tom McGinnis. All were in favor. Motion carried.
2. Vincent Syracuse – 13 St. Mark’s Street – seeking an area variance to rebuild outside stairs to upstairs apartment and adding a roof over stairs closest to house which would eliminate build-up of snow and ice from gutter. Village code requires a 10’ side setback. Area variance proposed is 7’ setback requiring a 3’ variance.
A MOTION was made by Dave Mackenzie to recommend proposed area variance to the Village Zoning Board. Motion seconded by Tom McGinnis. All were in favor. Motion carried.
3. Site plan review for proposed Village C-2 Land Separation – McQuillen- Bank Street – after reviewing proposed land separation a MOTION was made by Tom Frew to approve site-plan for said separation. Motion seconded by Joan Tresco. All were in favor. Motion carried.
Old Business

1. Car wash at the old Mobile station on Lake St. - Building plans submitted and in review.
2. Monsees – West Main - proposed construction of bed and breakfast. Village code does not currently allow two buildings on the same lot. Current code also limits home occupations to 500 sq ft. Village code would need to be changed to allow proposed structure. 

3. Potential solar farm at the industrial zoned farmland properties on Lake Street – a special use might be needed so the Town Board would have control over making sure solar company properly cleans up land after 20 year use. 
4. Reshcke – Rt 19 interchange zone does not allow for a home occupation.
5. Town Code regarding accessory structure setbacks are currently 50’ rear and 20’ side. Code Officers asked Town Board to consider changing code to be more in-line with Village code rear and side setbacks. It was reported that after discussion Town Board tabled it.
With no further business to come before the Board, on MOTION by Joan Tresco and seconded by Tom Frew and passed unanimously, the meeting was adjourned at 7:41 PM.
