The meeting was called to order by Chairman Mangefrida at 7:00 PM.
Meeting minutes from July 18, 2023, were reviewed. A MOTION was made by Joan Tresco to approve the minutes as written. Motion seconded by Tom Frew. All were in favor. Motion carried.
New Business
1. David Howard – 80 Wolcott – Pool and deck – Homeowner requesting a variance to install a 15’ round above ground pool and deck. Placement of the pool would be 5’ from side lot line and 6’ from rear lot line. Village zoning for a single-family home in an R-1 zone requires 12’ minimum side and 35’ rear set-back. Variance required would be 7’ side variance and 29’ rear variance. Placement of deck would not be closer to property lines than requested variance. With no concerns expressed by neighbors and with no questions or concerns from the board;
A MOTION was made by Tom Frew to recommend the variance request to the Village Zoning Board of Appeals. Motion seconded by Joan Tresco. All were in favor. Motion carried.
2. John Gillard – 9404 Warsaw Road – Special Use Permit - Pole Barn – Landowner requesting a Special Use Permit to install a 2064 sq ft pole barn on a recently separated parcel of land he purchased. A special use permit is required when an accessory structure is built without a primary structure. Pole barn will be used for storage. A primary structure is planned for a later date. With no concerns from the Board:

A MOTION was made by Dave Mackenzie to recommend the Special Use Permit request to the Town Board. Motion seconded by Joan Tresco. All were in favor. Motion carried.
3. Laura and Andy Wadhams – 8706 Haven Lane – Shed – Homeowner requesting a variance to install a shed. Zoning for an R&A zone requires a 50’ minimum rear set-back and 20’ side set-back. Proposed new shed location would be 18’ from rear lot line requiring a 32’ variance and 7’ from side lot line requiring a 13’ variance. With no concerns expressed by neighbors and with no questions or concerns from the board;

A MOTION was made by Tom Frew to recommend the variance request to the Town Zoning Board of Appeals. Motion seconded by Joan Tresco. All were in favor. Motion carried.
4. Jeff and Theresa Smith – 62 Main Street – Sign Permit – Building owner applying for new sign permit. Sign to be flat on building approx. 3 x 8 W. 

Andrew Steinbrenner – 64 Main Street – Sign Permit – Building owner applying for sign permit for newly purchased building. Would like to relocate existing sign from former location at 110 West Main to 64 Main Street. Would remove old Townsend sign and replace with his own.

With no concerns expressed by the Board;

A MOTION was made by Joan Tresco to approve both sign permits. Motion seconded by Tom Frew. All were in favor. Motion carried.
Board was given an update on Rt 19 Solar projects. Solar company provided details regarding the proposal of relocating the entrance of the solar farms. 
With no further business to come before the Board, on MOTION by Dave Mackenzie and seconded by Joan Tresco and passed unanimously, the meeting was adjourned at 7:48 PM.
