Chairman Madau opened the Public Hearing for 8597 North Road at 7:02 PM.
Area Variance: Rebecca and Mark Zobel – 8597 North Road – Homeowner requesting a 28’ variance from rear set-back for the installation of a 12’x32’ shed. Town of LeRoy zoning for a single-family home in an R&A zone requires a minimum rear setback of 50’. Placement of shed would be 22’ from rear lot line requiring a 28’ variance. Home owner stated to the board that the septic system positioning on the property was the reason they could not put the shed farther away from the lot line.
With no other questions, concerns or public comment, on MOTION by Chairman Madau and seconded by Antonio Madau and passed unanimously, the public hearing was closed at 7:06 PM.

Chairman Madau opened the Public Hearing for 8670 Oatka Trail at 7:10 PM.

Area Variance: Wayne Dressler – 8670 Oatka Trail – Homeowner requesting a 17’ variance from side set-back for the installation of a metal storage garage. Town of LeRoy zoning for a single-family home in an R&A zone requires a minimum side setback of 20’. Placement of garage would be 3’ from side lot line requiring a 17’ variance. 

Home owner stated that a mature maple tree that he was not willing to cut down was preventing him from positioning the proposed garage farther away from the lot line. Eileen Sherman expressed concerns about only being 3’ from lot line. Concerns about whether fire equipment could have enough access in case of a fire. Concerns about damage to neighbor’s home if a fire were to break out.
With no other questions, concerns or public comment, on MOTION by Chairman Madau and seconded by Antonio Madau and passed unanimously, the public hearing was closed at 7:27 PM.

CONDITIONS: The ZBA finds the following conditions are necessary in order to minimize adverse impacts upon the neighborhood or community, for the following reasons:

Condition #1: Maintain 5’ from lot line. Proposed garage to stay behind rear wall of 8702 Oatka Trail.
