The meeting was called to order by Chairman Mangefrida at 7:00 PM.
Meeting minutes from October, 2023, were reviewed. A MOTION was made by Joan Tresco to approve the minutes with the correction of the spelling of Dave Pullyblank’s name. Motion seconded by Tom Frew. All were in favor. Motion carried.
New Business
1. Dena Douglas and Samuel Caccamise III and Julie Caccamise– 7164 West Main Rd – Land
Separation- Applicants asking to separate residential parcel from remainder, which is now substantially agricultural. Reid Whiting attorney for Caccamise answered questions from the board members Dave Mackenzie asked about the septic system. They will need a new address because they will not have the 200 ft of road frontage which is required. With no concerns expressed by the board:

A MOTION was made by Tom Frew to approve the land separation. Motion seconded by Joan Tresco. All were in favor. Motion carried.
2. Lapp Insulator – Gilbert Street – Change in Zoning – Lapp requesting to rezone one parcel
from Residential (R-1) to Industrial (I-1) in the Town and one parcel from Residential (R-2) to Industrial (I) in the Village. Lapp would like to sell property to P-Core in the future. Rezoning these parcels will make the property more conforming and P-Core will not need a Special Use Permit every time they want to do something. Dave Mackenzie asked about the small part remaining (island)? Why not change that to industrial too? With no other concerns expressed by the board:
A MOTION was made by Joan Tresco to recommend zoning change of parcel 1.-1-16 and additionally parcel number 1.-1-2 to the Village Board. Motion seconded by Tom Frew. All were in favor. Motion carried.
A MOTION was made by Tom Frew to recommend zoning change of parcel 29.-1-90 to the Town Board. Motion seconded by Dave Pullyblank. All were in favor. Motion carried.
3. Zoning Text Amendment – Village of LeRoy Industrial District (I) – Zoning text amendment to
Village code 215.32 to allow for an accessory building and use, without a principal building or use with the issuance of a Special Use Permit in the Industrial Zone. 
A MOTION was made by Dave Mackenzie to recommend zoning change to the Village Board. Motion seconded by Dave Pullyblank. All were in favor. Motion carried.

4. Jason Crissy – 7895 East Main Road – Variance requested – Business owner requesting variance for awning installation over existing deck for customer safety from snow falling from roof of April’s Finds. Town zoning for a C-2 zone requires 75’ minimum front setback. The proposed structure would be 45’from the Rt 5 right of way requiring a 30’ variance. With no concerns from the board:
A MOTION was made by Dave Mackenzie to recommend variance request to the Town Zoning Board of Appeals. Motion seconded by Tom Frew. All were in favor. Motion carried.
With no further business to come before the board, on MOTION by John Mangefrida and seconded by Tom Frew and passed unanimously, the meeting was adjourned at 7:26 PM.
