Meeting minutes from November, 2023, were reviewed. A MOTION was made by Joan Tresco to approve the minutes. Motion seconded by Dave Mackenzie. All were in favor. Motion carried.
New Business
1. Tom Frew– 5 Poplar Lane – Area Variance
Homeowner wishes to install an 18KW whole house generator on the northwest corner of home. Base would be 36” off the corner of the house and is 30” x 48”. Village zoning for a single-family home in an R-1 zone requires 12’ minimum side set-back, placement of generator would be 4’ from side lot line requiring an 8’ side variance. 2. Leonard and Melinda Mecca – 8492 East Main Road – Land Separation
Land Separation would enlarge adjacent property with home owned by Barbara Martin “AKA Brooks” by transferring .337 acre to merge with her property. Question was asked by Dave Mackenzie about long term plan. With no other concerns expressed by the board:
A MOTION was made by Pat Major to recommend land separation. Motion seconded by Joan Tresco. All were in favor. Motion carried.
3. Adam Garner – Garner Farms – 8626 West Bergen Road – Sign Permit
Farm owner would like to add a new 36”x60” lit up sign to be in addition to existing 46”x43” sign on the farm’s front lawn. Signs would meet the sign code.
A MOTION was made by Tom McGinnis to approve sign permit with payment of permit. Motion seconded by Dave Mackenzie. All were in favor. Motion carried.
