Chairman Madau opened the Public Hearing for 7966 Harris Road at 7:02 PM.
Area Variance: Nicholas Mann – 7966 Harris Road – Homeowner requesting a 9’-4” variance from side set-back for the installation of a 10’x10’ shed. Town of LeRoy zoning for a single-family home in an R&A zone requires a minimum side setback of 20’. Placement of shed would be 10’-8” from side lot line requiring a 9’-4” variance. Homeowner stated to the board that the area where he wanted to place the shed was the most level in regards to avoiding the septic system positioning on the property. This was the reason they could not put the shed farther away from the lot line. Neighbor Jeff Bateman was in attendance and took no issue with the placement of the shed. Neighbor Carol Meyer called and stated she had no objection to the placement of the shed and variance request.
With no other questions, concerns or public comment, on MOTION by Chairman Madau and seconded by Antonio Madau and passed unanimously, the public hearing was closed at 7:09 PM.
